
Todd County Migrant Education Summer Plan Narrative

Our current enrollment includes 35 students, 30 of whom are ages three - 21.  We intend to serve all 30 of these students, with special emphasis on K-12 students.  Nearly   all of these K-12 students have multiple risk factors as indicated on their Needs Assessment Forms.  These numbers reflect a 50% increase in eligible students over last year.

Be The Hero of Your Own Story will be the overall theme of this year’s summer programming.  Students will explore various topics including:

-Fitness - practical application and related health sciences vocabulary (K-6)

-Nutrition/Healthy snacking (K-6)

-Reading Comprehension strategies (K-8)

-Friendship/Sportsmanship/Team Building (K-12)

-Data Collection/Graphing Data (K-5)

-Maintaining Reading/Math/Writing skills (K-12)

-American Heroes (K-6)

-Goal setting - personal/educational/career (K-12)

-Geography (K-8)

-College Readiness (9-12)

-Gardening (K-6)

-Interpreting the Arts/Ballet (K-12)

-Home Activities for School Readiness (PreK/Out of School Youth)

-English as a Second Language (Out of School Youth)

Services will be provided in a variety of ways.  Rising Kindergarten through 6th graders will be served primarily at local day camps.  We have secured the facilities at Providence UMC in Elkton.  Our tentative day camp dates are June 10-12, June 17-18, July 8-10, and July 15-16.  Camp hours will be from 8:30 - 2:30. Activities will include superhero themed games, fitness/fitness vocabulary lessons and activities, skill maintenance using grade leveled kits, exploring the arts (Ferdinand the Bull ballet), reading comprehension strategies, and American Hero biographies.   In cooperation with local county extension agents, the West Region office is providing two elementary day camp jamborees at the West Kentucky 4-H Camp in Dawson Springs on June 30 and July 23.  Students from all over the West Region will meet for hands-on health and fitness activities including preparing healthy snacks, fishing, fitness games, and swimming lessons.  Our local program is responsible for providing transportation to and from 4-H Camp.  On June 19th we plan to visit the Robert Penn Warren Museum and the Jefferson Davis Monument as part of our study of heroes and famous Americans.  On July 17th, we plan to visit the KY Museum at WKU.  Students will explore the role of Jefferson Davis and other Kentuckians at the Civil War museum and will locate American Heroes at the Instruments of American Success exhibit.  We’re exploring the possibility of a reward afternoon once we’ve visited the museum.  

All middle school students will be invited to participate in the middle school Time Warp Latin America themed camp provided by the West Region.  This will be held June 9-12 at Kentucky Dam Village in Gilbertsville.  The region is covering all costs associated with the camp except transportation to and from the camp and basic supplies students might need for an overnight camp (e.g. swimsuit).These students will also be offered the services of a teacher home visit once per week for six weeks.  This will be framed as a weekly book club.  Students will be asked to maintain a summer reading log and journal.  Books appropriate for the students age, reading level and interest will be provided.  The teacher will use the Home Team Advantage Summer kits to guide remediation in Math, Reading and Writing.

Likewise, all high school students will be invited to participate in the West Region’s High School Student Leadership Institute and Instructional Access Program at Murray State June 15 - 23.  Freshmen and sophomores will also have the opportunity to participate in weekly book club at their homes.  Books appropriate for the students‘ reading levels and interests will be provided, and students will maintain a summer reading log.  The teacher will utilize the Home Team Advantage Summer kits with these students as well.  Upperclassmen will additionally attend the Latino Leadership and College Experience Program July 27 - August 3 at Bluegrass Community and Technical College, the University of Kentucky, and Eastern Kentucky University.  Our local program is responsible for ensuring campers get to and from bus stops (likely Madisonville).  The regional office will provide transportation otherwise along with camp fees.  Our local program will also need to provide basic supplies students may need for overnight camps. 

Three and four year old students will be served in their homes.  Readiness skills will be addressed (i.e. concepts, language, self-help).  Home Team Advantage kits have been ordered for preschoolers as well and will focus on kindergarten readiness.  Out of school students will be offered adult education referrals, English as a Second Language classes and/or parenting for school readiness services.  

All families will be invited to an end of the summer family event/Parent Advisory Council meeting on July 22nd.  This will be the culminating event of the summer learning program.  Parents and students will provide feedback about summer programming, then families will be entertained by a traveling troupe from the Nashville Ballet.  The troupe will perform Ferdinand the Bull which all students will have read and studied in advance.  The dancers will conduct a brief workshop with the students as well.  This will be framed as a Family Night Out at the Theater.  We will encourage families to dress up and enjoy the night.  We intend to solicit volunteers to prepare food and take a family photograph.  

We are planning to continue our collaboration with the students’ current teachers and counselors.  We our working with our county extension office staff to maximize their expertise in this unique, cross-curricular approach to summer learning.  We continue to rely on the summer feeding program to stretch food dollars.  Our partners at the Nashville Ballet and the American Council on Exercise are providing us with comprehensive materials to ensure that each of summer school provides multiple “a ha moments” for our students.
