Ms. Johnston introduced Mr. Richard Thornton as the new Public Information Officer, Mr. Robert King as the new Associate Superintendent of Instruction, Mr. Curt Haun as the new principal at G. C. She also thanked Ms. Carol Chitwood, Mr. Donnie Lynch and Ms. Ann Caspar their service to the district during the 2007-2008 school year.

Chairman Nelson asked if there was anyone who wished to address the board.  Mr. Bill Wooldridge requested to address the board regarding Item 6.E.1 (Approval of the recommended policy and HCAR Revisions).  Mr. Nelson stated the item would be pulled from the Consent agenda and Mr. Wooldridge could address the board when the item came up under Action.

5. Consideration of Consent Agenda  

Mr. Tubbs asked when the board had to start approving Item 6.A.2 (Approval of the District Assurances)?  Ms. Johnston explained this was something new that KDE is requesting starting this year.

Money raised during a school year should be spent on the students raising the money.  He said this was getting a lot of attention across the state by the Attorney General.

Mr. Tubbs asked when we started partnering with Fayette County to bid Item 6.C.4. Ms. Janey Thornton explained to the board this is the second year that our district has bid with Fayette County and because of the amount of food bid; both districts got a better bid.

Mr. Tubbs wanted to know why the price of Item 6.C.8. (Approval of the bid from Rumpke of Kentucky for garbage services to be provided in the school district) increased so much?  Mr. David Wyatt explained it was because of gas prices.  

The board wanted to know who will monitor Item 6.C.12 (Approval of the contract and use of One Call Now Messaging service for the 2007-2008 school year)?  Ms. Johnston explained that at first all calls made would come from the central office and that Mr. Dick Thornton would monitor.
