2. Description of First Party's Obligations:

teachers. Over the 5 days they will adapt scripts, build puppets, paint scenery, and rehearse

for performance.
PUPPETEER TRAINING FOR “FIDDLER ON THE ROOF”: consists of one artist

providing instruction to members of the community in the manipulation of puppets

designed and built by Artistree, Inc. for the production “Fiddler on the Roof”’; number of

participants TBA.
3. Second Party's Obligations:

c. Confirmation: The Second Party agrees to furnish First Party written

confirmation enclosed with the signed contract that the Second Party has made a diligent

inquiry into the requirements under Section 3 and warrants that the Second Party is able

to meet those requirements. Second Party understands failure to comply with any term of

Section 3 would be a breach of this contract. First Party shall furnish a form to the

Second Party to be used for confirmation purpose.

4. Contingency:

In case of accidents, sickness, inclement weather, or any other circumstance, event or act
of God beyond First Party's control which does or would significantly impact on the ability of the
First Party to perform under this contract, every attempt shall be made to reschedule to the first
date convenient to both parties. Should both parties fail to establish a date to reschedule, the
above-stated obligations will be canceled and neither party shall be able to make a claim for
damages or breach of contract.

5. Totality of Agreement:

Both parties acknowledge the above represents the entire agreement between the parties
and that no oral modifications have been made. Any amendments of this agreement shall only be
binding on the parties if in writing and signed by both parties.

6. Recording:

Both parties agree that photography or video recording during the performance is

prohibited except by the express written permission of the First Party.
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a. Attorney Fees: If either party breaches their obligations under this contract, the

breaching party will be responsible for the other party's reasonable attorney fees and
court costs.

b. If the Second Party breaches this contract by canceling it or failing to comply with
the terms of the contract 90 or more days prior to the performance date, the Second
Party shall forfeit _50 _percentage of the total contract price, which must be paid
within two weeks of the First Party’s sending notice to the Second Party of said
breach. This total amount is _$4300.00.

c. If the Second Party breaches this contract by canceling it or failing to comply with
the terms of the contract 89 or less days prior to the performance date, the Second
Party shall forfeit 100 percentage of the total contract price, which must be paid
within two weeks of the First Party’s sending notice to the Second Party of said
breach. This total amount is _$8600.00.
