REGULAR SESSION

April 9, 2014
I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:22 PM.  Members in attendance were Alesa Walters, Corey Yates, Kaleena Thompson, Susan Gattis, and Denise Joy.  BJ Henry, Assistant Principal, was also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 13-51 – Denise Joy made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Susan Gattis seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the March 5, 2014 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 13-52 – Denise Joy made a motion to accept the March minutes.  Alesa Walters seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Public Comment: None  
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the March financial report and activity budget, dated March 1-31, 2014 submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 13-53 – Corey Yates made a motion to accept the March financial report and activity budget.  Denise Joy seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  
A. Charlie Musante: Spotlight Student of the Month from the Hardin County PAC:  Mr. Smallwood shared this information with the Council.  Charlie, a freshman at EHS, received this distinction for the many productions he has been involved in at the Hardin County Performing Arts Center.  His most recent role was Gollum in “The Hobbit”.  Charlie was featured in The News Enterprise and was interviewed for both radio and television.  

III. OLD BUSINESS:  
A.  Approval of Student Fees for 2014-2015 School Year:   Mr. Smallwood shared the memo he sent to Mr. Jon Ballard, Superintendent of Elizabethtown Independent Schools, regarding our school and athletic fees.  This year, Mr. Smallwood asked each department to review their current fees and give rationale for why each fee is charged and whether the amount of the fee should be raised, lowered, or stay the same.  ORDER 13-54 – Kaleena Thompson made a motion to accept the fee schedule.  Alesa Walters seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. May & June State and School Assessment Dates for EHS:  Mr. Smallwood shared the testing schedule with the Council.  He stated that the number of snow days we will make up this year actually helped in creating our testing schedule.  Having these extra days at the end of the year gave us more flexibility for EOC and On-Demand testing since AP testing, which is always held the first two weeks of May, makes scheduling a little more difficult.  
B. College Credit Opportunities at WKU this summer: Mr. Smallwood shared the summer online class offerings from Western Kentucky University.  Students who enroll in these courses will be awarded college credit from Western Kentucky University.  However, students will not be awarded high school credit for courses taken online during the summer.  EHS is promoting these courses because this is a great opportunity for our students to earn college credit at this reduced tuition rate. 
C. Approval of Academic Interventionist Position:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that one teacher allocation will used for this position, which will incorporate in-school detention, credit retrieval, and graduation assistance.  The creation of this position will give us the opportunity to offer more sections of credit retrieval and continue to offer graduation assistance to our at-risk students.  ORDER 13-55 – Corey Yates made a motion to approve the Academic Interventionist position.  Denise Joy seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
D. Approval of Family & Consumer Science Position: Mr. Smallwood explained the need for the addition of this position.  Mrs. Henry shared that the creation of this position allows EHS to offer another career pathway for our students.  The benefits these courses offer EHS are many, including the ability to give our students another avenue to become college and/or career ready.  ORDER 13-56 – Kaleena Thompson made a motion to approve the Family & Consumer Science position.  Alesa Walters seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

E. Review and Approval of Section VI Budget for 2014-2015 School Year:  Mr. Smallwood reviewed the Section VI budget for next year.  He went through each item, line-by-line and explained where changes were made.  ORDER 13-57 – Alesa Walters made a motion to approve the Section VI Budget for the 2014-2015 school year.  Corey Yates seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
F. SBDM Elections for 2014-2015 School Year:  Mr. Smallwood discussed which positions will be open for the 2014-2015 SBDM Council.  There is one teacher position available (currently held by Corey Yates) and one parent position (currently held by Denise Joy).  There will also be a minority position available should a minority not be elected for either of these open positions.  
G. Nominations for SBDM Teacher Position.  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that three teachers have accepted nominations to run for the open teacher position for the 2014-2015 school year.  They are: Melissa Butler, Holly Walker, and Corey Yates.

B. Family & Consumer Science Position: Christa Brangers has accepted this position.
