Issue: Boston School, together with The Village Family Resource Youth Service Center (FRYSC) which serves Boston and New Haven Schools, and Foster Heights Elementary School, wish to apply for a “Toyota Bornlearning Academy” grant in the amount of $3,000 for each school. This grant application is to support a structured workshop series  designed to provide guidance for parents, caregivers and communities to create quality early learning opportunities for young children. United Way of Kentucky, Prichard Committee for Academic Excellence and Toyota of Kentucky are all heavily involved with this project. Boston School, along with NC Early Learning Center has already been the recipient of this grant in 2012.  Each academy consists of six monthly workshops.
