2)  Student Achievement


a) Dawn shared grade level MAP scores looking at percentiles within each grade level at PLC meetings last week. Consensus that we have a core instruction issue that needs to be discussed. Spring MAP window will begin April 21st to include science and LA for fourth grade.

3)  Planning


a) The council looked at monthly reviews. We added KPREP Assembly for May 16th at 1:00, KPREP Parent Night on May 8th from 5 to 7:30. May 9th will be Volunteer luncheon, and Mrs. Bollinger is taking care of food. April 25th will be Cafeteria Appreciation Day, lunch will be provided to the cafeteria staff.
