Academic Performance

JHHS faculty and staff will utilize the analysis of student assessment data to provide for horizontal and vertical articulation of curriculum standards, assessment practices and curriculum gaps that provide specific links to transition points and individual growth plans.  With these provisions in place the school will, by the end of each accountability cycle, meet or exceed its goal line and targeted academic index.

Learning Environment

JHHS will develop and implement a long-range written professional development plan consistent with the school’s vision and mission statement.  The plan will provide for the organizational structure and marketing of student support services.

Efficiency

JHHS will improve efficiency in leadership, organizational structure, use of resources, and planning in order to support high student and staff performance.

Items Addressed by the Council as outlined in Law and Policy

The following committees were approved by the council:  Incentive; Culture/PR; PD; Scholarship; Technology; Safety; PBIS; Enrichment; AdHoc-Title IX

The council reviewed the Safety and Emergency Plan and accepted the plan as policy for handling school emergencies.  The plan will be reviewed and revised annually.

The council approves the use of the entire Title I Extension Money Budget to pay for staffing for Homework Help.  

The council approved the Technology budget and spending to replace critical need computers, LCDs and printers.

The council approves granting Arts and Humanities credit to students who successfully complete the upper level World Language Classes as outlined.  The council approves allowing A/H credit to students completing AP World Language for the 2013-14 school year and beyond.

The Action Plan is due March 1st. The format has changed; streamlined for ease of input as well as understanding. Six categories are covered in the plan.  The council approved the Action Plan as presented.

The council approved the receipt of the staffing allocation for 2014-15. Discussion followed the acceptance; nothing can be decided until our scheduling numbers can be presented.

Ms. Gibson presented the council with two possible staffing plans for next year. The options were discussed and the motion was made.

The council approved Option 1 for staffing, as presented by Ms. Gibson, for the staffing of John Hardin High School for the 2014-15 school year.

The council was emailed the plan on 3/25/14 and responded electronically to the Professional Development plan presented by Ms. Gibson.

Ms. Gibson presented a plan for classroom use for 2014-15. Due to technology issues, several labs will be moved around.  The council approves as submitted but understand it is subject to change. 

The council approved the Needs list as submitted.

The council approved the offerings presented by Science, Social Studies, Fine Arts, Family Consumer Science, Ag and Business with the understanding that if a class doesn’t “make” it will not be scheduled.  The PE recommendation is a concern as the “standards” are not being taught in varsity sports or band like they are in PE or JROTC.  John Hardin council does not support offering the .5 credit for PE in marching band or sports programs.  No motion is necessary since this is not a change in current procedure.

This year’s CSIP added a new goal (#5).  Basically you enter requested scores/data and the document is generated for you.  The council approved the CSIP as written.
