SBDM Minutes

June 16th, 2014
Meeting was called to order at 12:07pm.

Members present were Joe Nepi, Carole Brown, Karla Buckingham, Tabitha Kerr and Kristin Willett.

Guest present: Rasha Hinkle, Brian Kerr

Council reviewed the current agenda and minutes from May 19th, 2014. Karla Buckingham made the motion to approve the agenda and minutes from May. The motion was seconded by Tabitha Kerr. All were in consensus.

Joe Nepi shared his principal’s report with council members which included the following:

· Morningside Open House will be August 4th from 5:30-7:00pm.

· SBDM Training is scheduled for June 24th at the EHS Library. 

Joe Nepi then presented the SWIS data gathered from the 2013-2014 school year. Data included bar graph information related to percentage of referrals by problem behavior, referrals per day by grade level, referrals per day by location/day/week, and much more. This information will be utilized by the Universal Committee when they review our school guidelines and procedures in the fall. Carole Brown spoke briefly on the district initiative of implementing PBIS procedures on the bus. This is will give our bus drivers and students more consistent rules and policies while riding the bus.

Joe Nepi informed the committee that the interview process has concluded. He presented the following names for consultation:

· Kendra Adams- filing the 1st grade (Primary position)

· Chuck Morris- filling the custodial position

· Angie Kiger- filling the RTI assistant position

· Shelia Lewis-filling the Part-Time Reading Coach position

· Danny Kelly- filling the Behavior Interventionist position
These individuals have been called by Joe Nepi and welcomed to join the Morningside faculty for the 2014-2015 school year.

Joe Nepi then presented the Section 6 budget for 2014-2015 for review and approval by the council. An error was found in the calculations for 1st and 2nd grade classroom funding. The calculation did not account for 5 classroom teachers for each of those grade levels. Joe Nepi will correct this by taking $800 from the Contingency fund ($400 for K.Adams and $400 for D. Ingram, moving those grade level totals from $1600 to $2000). Carole Brown made the motion to accept the budget with adding on the extra $400 for 1st and 2nd grade. The motion was seconded by Karla Buckingham. All were in consensus. The $23,509.32 of non-allocated funds is still available for the needs of our school. The allocation of these funds will be pushed to the July/August SBDM meeting. Mr. Nepi has collected staff and faculty members’ classroom needs. He will have these needs ready to present when the discussion of allocation occurs in the future meetings.

Joe Nepi provided the council with 2014-2015 SBDM Committee list. The committees are well balanced with representation from all grade levels. 

Joe Nepi reviewed the end of year Scantron reports with the council. The information was presented in bar graphs comparing growth in Reading and Math for the 2013-2014 school year. The data showed growth made by students participating in the RTI program as well as the Standards Based Program.

Joe Nepi provided the council with 2014-2015 Parent Involvement committee minutes. The committee has a Parent Involvement night scheduled for August 28th from 5:30-7:00. Parents will have the opportunity to learn more about how to navigate Infinite Campus, utilizing educational apps, reading with their child, and a ribbon cutting for the new playground.

In closing business, the council conducted the second reading of Policy 06.02 (Parent Involvement Policy). Karla Buckingham made the motion to accept the second reading. Carole Brown seconded; all were in consensus. 
The next regular meeting will be on July 21st, 2014 at 3:30pm. The council will discuss the use of the Computer Lab for the 2014-2015 school year. The new council will also discuss SBDM meeting dates for the 2014-2015 school year. Once those dates and times have been approved, they will need to be submitted to News Enterprise. 
Kristin Willett motioned to adjourn.  Karla Buckingham seconded.
