SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – July 12, 2007

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, July 12, 2007, at approximately 6:30 pm by bill Dennison.  Those present were:  James Beard, Douglas Bennett, Pam Carter, Bill Dennison, Ellen Douglas, Lauri Duesler, Chuck Goodlet, Ray Phelps, April Pieper, and Kim Shepherd.  Those absent were:  Pete Debibar and Shelly Hendricks (due to extreme break and surgery on her ankle).

RESIGNATION AND VACANCY OF SBDM PARENT MEMBER – Mr. Pete Debibar has notified the school that because of his job transfer, he will not be able to fulfill his position on the council.

ORDER # 08-001 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Pam Carter to adopt the agenda.  

ORDER # 08-002 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – Mr. Dennison read the May meeting minutes.  The June minutes were included in the packet.  The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by Douglas Bennett to approve the minutes of the May and June regular meetings.  (The June meeting was canceled due to the lack of a quorum.)

ORDER # 08-003 - MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the April, May, and June financial reports and bingo reports.

ORDER # 08-004 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL REPORT – Mr. Dennison briefly reviewed the personnel report.  New hires included Kristi Lynch and Larry Pursell as science teachers, Chris Boozer as a math teacher, and an addition of a head girls basketball coach vacancy.  The motion was made by Douglas Bennett and seconded by Ray Phelps to approve the personnel report.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – Visitors included Lin Linder, technology coordinator for NHHS.

ORDER # 08-005 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APRIL MINUTES – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the second reading of the April meeting minutes. 

ORDER # 08-006 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the second reading of the March financial report and bingo report.

ORDER # 08-006 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY PERSONNEL REPORT – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the second reading of the personnel report for the month of May.

ORDER # 08-007 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY DECISION TO APPROVE AMENDMENT TO 2007-08 STAFFING – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the second reading of the May meeting decision to approve an amendment to the 2007-08 staffing.

ORDER # 08-008 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY DECISION TO APPROVE REVISIONS TO THE 2007-08 STUDENT/PARENT HANDBOOK – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the second reading of the May meeting decision to approve revisions to the 2007-08 Student/Parent handbook.

ORDER # 08-009 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY DECISION TO APPROVE AN 

ADDITIONAL TEACHING POSITION – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the second reading of the May meeting decision to approve the addition of an additional teaching position because of revised student projections.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Ellen Douglas, CIA/GT teacher, briefly reviewed the latest in the area of curriculum, instruction, assessment, Literacy First, and gifted/talented areas.

UPDATE ON ILP (INDIVIDUAL LEARNING PLANS) – Pam Carter briefly updated the council on the progress of Individual Learning Plans – ILPs – for next school year.

ORDER # 08-010 – APPROVAL OF TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE REQUESTS – Ms. Lin Linder was present at the meeting to update the council on a new allocation from KETS funding, and the news that the legislature approved funding for 165 student workstations at North Hardin High School.  A request was submitted from the technology committee for the purchase of five LCD projectors, two digital cameras, two scanners, and an HP Color Laser Jet for the Trojan Lab – items totaling $7297.79 from the KETS funding.  The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Pam Carter to approve the technology committee purchase request as outlined by Mrs. Linder.

ORDER # 08-011 – APPROVAL OF CSIP IMPACT CHECK – In Mrs. Hasty-Hendricks’ absence, Mr. Dennison reviewed the CSIP (Comprehensive School Improvement Plan) with the council.  The motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by James Beard to approve the CSIP Impact Check.

ORDER # 08-012 – APPROVAL OF FUNDING FOR ACT PREP CLASS – Mr. Dennison reviewed the status of the Section 7 Funding Requests from the Hardin County Board of Education.  The district did not fund furniture requests this year, and requests for the ACT Prep and financial literacy classes were not funded.  After discussion, the motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by Ray Phelps to take the funding needed for the ACT Prep Class out of the Bingo Account (approximately $15,000).

INFORMATION ITEMS 

· The council received copies of the school nurse’s report from May 2007 and the last copy of the student accident report for 06-07.

· The council also received copies of the May Technology Committee minutes, and the March minutes from the Youth Services Center Advisory Council Meeting.

· New Teacher Orientation will be held on July 25.

· Freshman Orientation will be held on July 30.

· Organizational day for all employees is scheduled in the calendar on August 1.
