SUBJECT:
Approval of Academy of Mathematics Contract

ISSUE:

Western Kentucky University has created a Performance Based Credit program (the Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky) to which six of our High School Junior and Senior students were selected to attend.

DISCUSSION:

The Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky Performance Based Credit program allows students to earn credit towards graduation in compliance with the requirements of Kentucky Administrative Regulation, 704 KAR 3:303.  This program is highly rigorous and follows the guidelines established for dual credit and performance-based credit programs by KDE.  The students will be housed in separate facilities at Western Kentucky University during the school year, and as such be the responsibility of the director of the Academy.  Each student will receive one (1) high school credit for every three (3) semester hours of college work.  The student will continue to be enrolled in the Hardin County School system and Hardin County will receive ADA for that student, thereby not depleting the County of vital fiscal resources.  The Academy will provide attendance information, test scores, and grades at the appropriate times to facilitate this process.

RECOMMENDATION:


It is recommended the Hardin County Board of Education sign the contract with the Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky for the 2007-2008 school year, recognizing the Academy in accordance with HCAR 08.1131.  Subsequently, credits earned would be substituted per HCAR 08.113 as long as the courses address the same applicable components of 703 KAR 4:060 and meet the minimum requirements for high school graduation outlined in 704 KAR 3:305.

RECOMMENDED MOTION:

I move the Hardin County Board of Education sign the contract with The Academy of Mathematics and Science in Kentucky and subsequent recognition of performance based credits/dual credits received by the students enrolled in the program towards High School Graduation.
