Positive News from Grants Committee

Congratulations to the following districts for another successful grant proposal submitted to the USDOE for support for Professional School Counseling Services:  Campbell County Schools, Erlanger Elsmere Independent Schools, Silver Grove Independent Schools, and Williamstown Independent School District.  In addition, thank you to NKU College of Education and Human Services, NKY Center for Educator Excellence and Dr. Brett Zyromski for additional support during the proposal process and now during the implementation phase of this grant award.  USDOE received 566 applications for Elementary School Counseling services and funded 41.  Five were funded in the Commonwealth of Kentucky and NKY received three (3) of the five for Kentucky.  Dr. Zyromski shared that over half of the NKY school districts have been now positively impacted through the work of professional school counselors funded through this opportunity.  Congratulations to the entire Campbell County School District that will now be able to meet the ASCA recommended student to counselor ratio of 250:1 in all schools across the entire school district.  

NKCES and school districts will continue to wait for additional grant awards to be announced by the end of September.  Vicki Dansberry is once again congratulated for an outstanding job drafting the proposal for these grants.
