SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – August 9, 2007

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, August 9, 2007, at approximately 6:30 pm by Bill Dennison. Those absent were:  Shelly Hendricks and Kim Shepherd.

ORDER # 08-014 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Chuck Goodlet to adopt the agenda.  

ORDER # 08-015 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Ray Phelps and seconded by April Pieper to approve the minutes of the July regular meeting.  

ORDER # 08-016 - MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by Doug Bennett and seconded by James Beard to approve the 2006-07 annual financial report for extracurricular accounts and the bingo account, as well as the July Instructional Funds report.  During discussion, questions were asked regarding the school accounts, per pupil accounts, ACT prep expenses, and the general operations of the budget.

ORDER # 08-017 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL REPORT – Extracurricular hires were reported to the council as well as one vacancy for an instructional assistant in the library/computer labs (Nuala Rohrer’s vacancy).  The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by Ray Phelps to approve the personnel report.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – There were no visitors at the August meeting.

ORDER # 08-018 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MAY AND JUNE MINUTES – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Lauri Duesler to approve the second reading of the May and June meeting minutes. 

ORDER # 08-019 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Lauri Duesler to approve the second reading of the April, May and June financial reports and bingo reports.

ORDER # 08-020 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF JULY PERSONNEL REPORT – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Lauri Duesler to approve the second reading of the personnel report for the month of July, 2007.

ORDER # 08-021 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF JULY DECISION TO APPROVE THE TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE PURCHASE REQUESTS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Lauri Duesler to approve the second reading of the July decision to approve the technology committee purchase requests for five LCD projectors, two digital cameras, two scanners, and an HP Color Laser Jet for the Trojan Lab – items totaling $7297.79 from the KETS funding.  

ORDER # 08-022 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF JULY DECISION TO APPROVE THE CSIP IMPACT CHECK – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Lauri Duesler to approve the second reading of the CSIP Impact Check.

ORDER # 08-023 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING TO APPROVE FUNDING FOR ACT PREP CLASS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Lauri Duesler to approve the second reading for approval of the funding needed for the ACT Prep Class to be taken out of the Bingo Account (approximately $15,000).

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Ellen Douglas, CIA/GT teacher, briefly reviewed the latest in the area of curriculum, instruction, assessment, Literacy First, and gifted/talented areas.  Some highlights:

· Denise Kellam, North Hardin’s Secondary Instructional Specialist, and 21 staff members were trained in Literacy First during the summer.

· North Hardin will receive help in the MAPS testing area from Central Office staff member Mary Beth Hodge.

ORDER # 08-024 – DECISION TABLED FOR SENIOR CONTRACT FOR PORTFOLIO COMPLETION – After much discussion about the proposed “Senior Contract for Portfolio Completion” form, the wording change, and questions on last year’s contract, the motion was made by Doug Bennett and seconded by Ray Phelps to table the decision on the Senior Contract.

· A minority parent representative is needed on the SBDM Council.  A special election will be held.
