Elementary and Secondary Professional School Counseling Grant
The United States Department of Education conducted a review of the Elementary and Secondary Professional School Counseling Grant awarded to NKCES on behalf of Pendleton County, Campbell County, Dayton Independent and Erlanger Elsmere Independent School Districts.  The review was conducted and completed by Loretta McDaniel, Federal Program Officer at USDOE.  A draft of her report is attached for review and consideration by the full board of directors.  Once the final report has been received by NKCES, a follow up will be provided to the full board.  Her recommendations to enhance and strengthen the work of the grant have been shared with Dr. Brett Zyromski.  Overall, the report positively reflects the work being implemented in these districts with students.  

State Cooperative Directors Retreat
The Kentucky Association of Educational Cooperatives Executive Directors met the last week of October to share successes and opportunities to enhance the work of Cooperatives in the Commonwealth.
