Associate Superintendent Mark Kopp shared information with the board regarding the 2014 test scores.  He stated with the recent release of the 2014 State Testing Results under the Unbridled Learning Accountability Model, Hardin County Schools as a district has earned the label "proficient" for the second year in a row, with an overall score of 69.8.  This score pits the Hardin County School District in the 83rd percentile statewide, or in the top 17% of all school districts in the state.  At the school level, one of our schools has earned the prestigious "School of Distinction" label (Central Hardin High School), and two of our elementary schools have earned the label "High Progress School" (Rineyville Elementary and Vine Grove Elementary).  In addition, four of our schools have earned the label "Distinguished" (Central Hardin High School, John Hardin High School, Rineyville Elementary, and Vine Grove Elementary), and seven of our schools have earned the label "Proficient" (Creekside Elementary School, G.C. Burkhead Elementary School, Heartland Elementary School, Lincoln Trail Elementary School, East Hardin Middle School, West Hardin Middle School, and North Hardin High School).  The district made significant growth across the board in nearly all measurable factors and categories reported by the Kentucky Department of Education.
