More than 700 students performed on stage in 9 days of events before audiences totaling nearly 3500, including a standing room only audience of 800 for Centre Stage Dance Studio's Christmas Gala. Additionally, 200 professional and amateur dancers and crew from the Dance Center of Elizabethtown presented 5 performances of The Nutcracker before audiences totaling 2,500!
