SCHOOL-BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL

MONTHLY MEETING OF November 6, 2014
The meeting began at 4:05 p.m. in the school’s Media Center with all members present (Beth Carroll, Carly Crews, Chris Corder, Elizabeth Lilley, Sylvania Dean, and Jeremiah Gruber).  Guests:  Cindy McVicker, Utona Bieber, Vicki Pitcher, Amber Ammons, Katie Hoffman. Brenda Begley, Amy Velletou, Katherin Bonet, Shannon Goodman.
Agenda:  Ms. Lilley moved to approve the agenda.  Mr. Gruber seconded, and the motion passed by consensus.

Minutes:  Ms. Lilley moved to approve the October 2, 2014, monthly meeting minutes.  Mr. Gruber seconded, and the motion passed by consensus.  
Good News Report:  Mr. Corder stated that on October 27 PLD from 1:30 p.m. – 5:30 p.m. that several Parent/Teacher conferences were held.  Mr. Corder went on to state that the Parents appreciated the later in the day conferences and that up to this day (11/6/14) 184 total Parent/Teacher conferences had been held.  Mrs. Bieber stated that the Behavior celebration all but 6 students had been able to participate.   Mr. Corder stated that the October Student of the Month Tea was well received.  The student Junior Red Cross will be participating in the Vine Grove Veterans Day Parade on this Saturday. (11/7/14)   On December 6, 2014 the 4th Grade students will be holding a performance at 6:00 p.m.  This coming Tuesday (11/ 11/14) there will be a Veterans Day Program in the gym from 1:00 p.m. – 2:00 p.m. 
Student Achievement:   Mr. Corder stated that the KPREP scores had improved from 10 % - 15 %, and that the school was in the second year of being a Focus School with staff working on improvements and Mrs. Morgan assisting with Curriculum. 
Mr. Corder stated that the MAP Fall testing had been completed and the school would start with MAP Winter testing on December 5, 2014 being a better date to meet the criteria of the students.  The school will be having a Goal Setting Party at some point upon completion of MAP testing.
Committee Reports:  PBIS report was given by Mrs. Bieber.  Mrs. Bieber stated that the SWIS data report was seeing improvements in classrooms, cafeteria, and playground.  Teachers going over Expectations, clip charts, and the Behavior celebrations are some of the ways students were improving in Behavior for this school year.  Mrs. Bieber went on to state the PBIS walkthroughs were rated at100%.
Committees:  Mr. Corder spoke briefly in regards to Committees and asked if one of the teachers on the SBDM Council would consider heading up the Committee selection and sign ups.  Mrs. Crews volunteered to handle the request.
Policy Review:  Mrs. Crews passed out information regarding PLD days.  Mr. Corder stated that he would check into the PLD day’s information and get back with Council.
Old Business:  Mr. Corder asked if the SBDM Council members had completed their SBDM Council training.  All the Council except for Ms. Dean had completed their training.  Ms. Dean will be contacting Ms. Carla Breeding for the information regarding training.

Personnel Action:  Mr. Corder stated that at this time all part-time assistants have been hired and one full time assistant (Mr. Greg Johnson) had been hired to replace Ms. Silverberg.

Miscellaneous Business/Information:  Mr. Corder stated that 51 had enrolled August 7 and 41 students had left by October 3.   The next SBDM Council meeting will be on Thursday (12/4/14) at 4:00 p.m. in the Media Center.
