Renovation items include drainage 

control, sidewalks, increasing the size of the kitchen, replacing some kitchen equipment, new 

roofing, replacing damaged floor tile, updating the plumbing systems and replacing low flow 

fixtures, installation of a sprinkler system, a new dishwashing hood, a new kitchen hood and 

a CCTV security system.

Major Renovation items include; ADA upgrades include parking, water cooler replacement 

and signage.  Installation of a CCTV security system.

Major Renovation items include; ADA upgrades needed include doors, hardware, signage, 

fire alarm,  water coolers, site signage, parking and tactile surfaces.  Renovation items 

include new gym roofing, replacing the bleachers,  and HVAC.

Major Renovation items include; Installing ADA water coolers, replacing the roof and 

adding site lighting.  MEP deficiencies include installing a sprinkler system, and a CCTV 

security system.

Major Renovation items include; ADA upgrades needed include doors, hardware, signage, 

fire alarm,  water coolers, and tactile surfaces.  Additional items include replacing the 

bleachers, handrails, the gym roof, and installing site lighting.  MEP items include the 

HVAC system, fire alarm and sprinkler in gym.

Major Renovation items include; ADA items include some doors and hardware, locker 

rooms, and water coolers.  Renovation items include replacing existing original windows, 

restrooms, bleachers, gym floor, exterior caulking, metal wall panels, main entry doors, 

kitchen equipment, drainage control, sidewalks, and gutter replacement.  MEP deficiencies 

include plumbing system and fixtures, drinking fountains, add a sprinkler in the gymnasium 

and cooling tower upgrade.

Additional renovation items include: Install a FMD restroom, repairing the cracked flooring 

in the main corridor, replace the expansion joint in the gymnasium and the caulking around 

the entire perimeter of the building.  Installing new storefront entry and a new canopy.  

Install  low flow plumbing fixtures and a new hood for the dishwasher.  

Additional renovation items include;  Paving and lighting, exterior caulking needs to be 

redone on the building. MEP deficiencies include installing low flow plumbing fixtures.

Additional renovation items include;  Renovation of all finishes throughout the builiding, 

replacing the windows, and plumbing fixtures with low flow fixtures.
