PLAYGROUND REPORT:
Playground is safe but receiving little use as the wet and cold weather prevents outdoor activity. 
STUDENT ACHIEVMENT:
MAP testing was administered to all students in December. Kindergarten improved scores from fall in Reading is within 2 tenths of a point of the national norm and math is on the national norm. First grade is 1.5 of a point from the national average in reading and one tenth of a point above the national average in math. Second grade is 2.4 points below the national average in reading and 1.6 points below the national average in math. Each of these differences in our score and national average is a smaller gap than the scores revealed in the fall. We are making progress but need a faster pace on increased achievement from winter to spring.
