OTHER BUSINESS

Title I Budget 

The committee reviewed the Title I budget, as attached.  Ms. Harris made a motion to approve the Title I budget.  Ms. Kirkwood seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.  Mr. Coffey mentioned that we are now allocated a ½ time Title I assistant.

ESS Assistants

Ms. Harris reported that the new ESS assistants are working out wonderfully.

Change Name of Renovation Account

To avoid the presumption that Activity funds are being used to actually renovate the school, the committee has decided to change the name of the Renovation Account Fund to Student Activity Fund.  The monies generated in this account will be used to purchase/fund student activities and needs.  Ms. Heath made a motion to change the name of the account; Ms. Jarvis seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

Student Incentives

Parent question regarding what we can use for student incentives was addressed.  In order to comply with the Wellness Policy, we can no longer use most foods and drinks.  Some of the fifth grade classes are using a game called Homeworkopoly, where students who turn in their homework on time are given a chance to win time to help in the office and run other errands.  This has been very successful.  We will also consider using extra gross motor time as incentives.  We may also purchase educational games to use on Ed Game Days.

Staff concerns

· Door closers.  These may be installed during fall break.

· Access to tall cabinets.  We will purchase 2 to 4 6-foot ladders to share.

· No nit policy.  This policy is not in compliance with state law.

· Lock down drills.  We can’t lock the classrooms yet.  Locks have been ordered.  They will not lock from the inside.  Everyone needs to keep a key on them.

· Train derailment plan.  We need to finalize the emergency plan.  Ms. Wiseman will call the railroad to come out and give a free seminar.

· Preferred parking.  We will consider a rotating parking plan.

· Long shorts.  Is this dress code?

· Playground.  We need to put cones out for the play area on the blacktop.

· Lighting to cross the street.  It is very dark. We may ask the Optimist Club to put up more streetlights.

· Unkempt rooms.  This issue will be addressed with custodians.

· Noise level during Music Class.  We may suggest a uniform level for the microphones.

· Advance notice of meetings.  Be prepared each Wednesday for faculty meeting.

· Behavior problems affecting other students in the classrooms.  There is a legal referral process for dealing with behavior problems.
