A. Course Selection Manual 2015-2016: Council reviewed the 2014-2015 Course Selection recommendations as submitted by the Academic Performance Committee. Council discussed and agreed on changes and recommendations with the exception of section VIII. SCIENCE.  In reference to General Chemistry and Lab (Dual Credit) and Chemistry A/B, the pre-requisite to have a “C” or better was eliminated; the pre-requisite to have credit in Honors Algebra II was amended to read  “co-requisite in Honors Algebra II”; and the addition “Students are suggested to have completed Honors Algebra. Students that have not done this should meet with their guidance counselor”. ORDER 15-15 - Bill Handel made the motion for the Course Selection Manual 2015-2016 to be accepted as ready with the exceptions of the above noted items. Jonathan Fairbanks seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
B. CSIP Proposal: Chastity Yates addressed council with the CSIP proposal, outlining and addressing warranted changes. ORDER 15-16 - Jonathan Fairbanks made motion to accept the CSIP as submitted. Ann Marie Reilly seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
