A variety of resources for local school districts to consider when working with transgender students have been provided for review and consideration.  In addition to the resources, Theresa Combs, KSBA was consulted to ascertain if KSBA would be proposing a sample Board of Education policy to be considered by local school boards of education.  Theresa Combs shared all districts have policies that govern discrimination and harassment of students and/or adults in their districts.  In addition, she shared there are no laws protecting the transgender class.  Therefore, KSBA will not be recommending a proposed policy in the near future.  

KHSAA has a policy for transgender students to participate in extra curricular activities.  Please consult the provided policy when considering extra curricular activities.  

Welcoming Schools is an organization that provides a great deal of resources from books to be used to facilitate conversations with students to lesson plans that can be adapted to meet individual classroom settings.
