On January 6, Fort Knox Army Base hosted a Listening Session before an audience of 575.
On January 15, the Hardin County Schools Board of Education recognized over 200 accomplished HCS students before an audience of 250 at its monthly meeting.
On January 21, 40 St James School students presented the musical Forever Free before an audience of 150.
On January 25, 150 North Hardin High School choral students presented a concert before an audience of 375.
On January 26, 215 students representing 30 area schools (including 16 Hardin County Middle and Elementary schools) and 4 counties attended the audition for Missoula Children's Theatre's production of RAPUNZEL.
