8.  Spencer County Family Resource Center Report:  (Attachment D) Becky Wilson presented information to the council regarding the Family Resource Center.
9.  Principal’s Report:  
· Mr. Thomas has received a resignation from an IA (Special Education) effective January 30, 2015.  This position has been posted.

· On February 18, Mr. Thomas has planned a visit to Eminence Independent Elementary to see how they implement the use of their technology.  Mr. Thomas has invited Eric Cecil, Tyler Broyles, Matt Mercer, Chuck Abell, and the high school administrators to join SCES in visiting Eminence Independent.  Mr. Thomas has also invited 4 of our 5th grade students to visit Eminence Independent as well.
· KETS has allocated $13,000 to SCES with the matching funds from SCES in order to use the money.  We are looking to purchase a variety of technology devices for SCES such as:  chrome books, learn pads, and echo systems.  
· During the January 5, 2015 D/PD day, staff worked on Science Hands-On Activities and began the process of aligning Writing Rubrics across all grade levels.
· A staff member at SCES is planning to provide a writing PD for staff.  This PD will be offered in January, February, and March for approximately 1 hour each session.
· Mr. Thomas has completed a grant application for $42,000 with matching funds.  We will not know if this grant will be awarded until July 2015.  Money from this grant will be used for approximately 50 wireless access devices.  This would allow students to have wireless access outside the school.
