Background/Summary of Information
FRYSC CORPS Grant

Kentucky Division of Family Resource and Youth Service Centers
Purpose: The Corporation for National Community Service funds FRYSC CORPS through a competitive federal grant. The FRYSC CORPS works with the Kentucky Division of Family and Youth Service Centers to support literacy and reading buddy mentoring programs at local schools.  These FRYSC CORPS members serve under the supervision of FRYSC coordinators in cooperation with principals and teachers to provide individual and small group reading tutoring.  FRYSC CORPS members are trained to use a variety of reading instruction tools. Members also support the school’s current reading program.  These FRYSC CORPS members also receive the training and tools to start a reading buddy program in which younger students (K-3) are paired with older students (4-12) who act as mentors throughout the year.  The FRYSC CORPS member’s purpose is also to recruit and train at least 12 volunteers to work with the FRYSC to meet the academic and basic needs in our community.
Funding level:  Sites receive an AmeriCorps/FRYSC CORPS member who must complete 1,700 hours of service between September 1, 2015 and August 31, 2016.  This is the equivalent of a full-time reading tutor valued at $17,000 during the school year and summer program.  In addition, the FRYSC CORPS grant covers the cost of the site supervisor’s orientation; FRYSC CORPS member’s orientation and training, including mileage, lodging, and food; and FRYSC CORPS member’s conference attendance (Kentucky AmeriCorps Celebration of Service, Victory over Violence), including conference fees, mileage, lodging, and meals.
Match: A $5,875 cash match (per full-time member requested) is required to secure a FRYSC CORPS member placement.  Each site must also provide in-kind support through use of workspace, telephone, internet, and office/tutoring supplies.
