Todd County Migrant Education Summer Plan Narrative 2015

Our current enrollment includes 31 students, 29 of whom are ages three - 21.  We intend to serve all 29 of these students, in addition to the others we locate, with special emphasis on K-12 students.  Nearly all of these K-12 students have multiple risk factors as indicated on their Needs Assessment Forms. 

Carnival of the Animals will be the overall theme of this year’s summer programming.  Students will explore various topics including:

-Fitness (K-8)

-Nutrition/Healthy snacking (K-8)

-Reading Comprehension strategies (K-8)

-Creative Writing/Song Writing (K-8)

-Farm, Forrest and Jungle Animals and their Habitats (K-8)

-Water Safety/Swimming Lessons (K-8)

-Friendship/Sportsmanship/Team Building (K-12)

-Maintaining Reading/Math/Writing skills/ETA Summer Learning Kits (K-12)

-Goal setting - Personal/Educational/Career (K-12)

-Interpreting the Arts:  Ballet, Music (K-12)

-Career Readiness – Applications, Interviews (9-12)

-College Readiness (9-12)

-Home Activities for Kindergarten Readiness (PreK)

-English as a Second Language/Practical Living Skills (Out of School Youth)

Services will be provided in a variety of ways including in and out of district day camps, out of district field trips, home based tutoring, independent home study, overnight camps and parent/family involvement activities.  Rising Kindergarten through 6th graders will participate in all of the activities mentioned above except for the overnight camps, while middle school students will participate in all of the activities.  High school students will participate in a comprehensive overnight camp provided by the regional migrant office and will receive in-home services.  The summer program will kick off with a carnival in May that will also service as a parent (PAC) meeting.

We have secured the facilities at Providence UMC in Elkton as our home base for in-district activities. Students will be completing a cross-curricular unit based on the book/musical/ballet, Carnival of the Animals.  They will explore themes of self-acceptance and appreciation of diversity along with animals of the world, their behaviors and habitats.  Students are also working through the Words and Music creative and songwriting curriculum provided by the Country Music Hall of Fame and Museum.  Finally, students will utilize ETA Summer Learning Kits designed to prevent loss of grade level reading, math and science skills.  These will be utilized both at the site and in the homes.  We plan to visit the Todd County Library and the City-County Park and utilize the Summer Feeding Program to the extent that is possible.  We will offer swimming lessons and water safety instruction at the pool at Pennyrile Forest (June 16) and at the Voth family home (June 22 and July 6) with the assistance of the extension office staff, migrant staff and other district-approved volunteers.  We intend to work with our local county extension agents to provide additional diverse, hands on activities that encourage health and wellness.  

We plan to maximize interest and engagement by including field trip experiences that support our summer learning goals for grades K-8.  We will visit the Christian Way Farm in Christian County on June 9th to complete our research on farm animals and to learn about the sources of food for all animals including humans.  We have coordinated a Forest Animals and their Habitats day with the Naturalist at Pennyrile Forrest State Park in Dawson Springs for June 16th.  On July 7th we are planning a trip to the Country Music Hall of Fame and the Nashville Zoo.  A professional songwriter will meet us at the Hall to perform the songs we wrote earlier in the summer and we will take the tour of exhibits.  At the Zoo, students will complete a scavenger hunt by genus, species and habitat. 

In addition, all middle school students will be invited to participate in the middle school science themed camp provided by the West Region MEP.  This will be held June 23-26 at Kentucky Dam Village in Gilbertsville.  The region is covering all costs associated with the camp except transportation to and from the camp and basic supplies students might need for an overnight camp (e.g. swimsuit). 

Likewise, all high school students will be invited to participate in the West Region’s High School Student Leadership Institute at Murray State June 7 - 13. Upperclassmen will additionally have the opportunity attend the Latino Leadership and College Experience Program July 26 - August 2 at Bluegrass Community and Technical College and Eastern Kentucky University.  Our local program is responsible for ensuring campers get to and from the camp, and the regional office will provide camp fees.  Our local program will also need to provide basic supplies students may need for overnight camps. These students will also be offered the services of a teacher home visit once per week, framed as a weekly book club.  Students will be asked to maintain a summer reading log and journal.  Books appropriate for the students age, reading level and interest will be provided.  The teacher will use the Home Team Advantage Summer kits to guide remediation in Math, Reading and Writing.

Three and four year old students will be served in their homes.  Readiness skills will be addressed (e.g. concepts, language, self-help).  ETA Summer Learning kits are available for preschoolers as well and will focus on kindergarten readiness.  Out of school students will be offered adult education referrals, English as a Second Language classes, life skills and/or parenting for school readiness services.  

All families will be invited to an end of the summer family event on July 9th.  This will be the culminating event of the summer learning program.  It will begin with a family day at Tie Breaker Park from 10:00 AM – 3:00 PM.  That evening, parents and students will provide feedback about summer programming, then families will be entertained by a traveling troupe from the Nashville Ballet.  The troupe will perform Carnival of the Animals which all students will have read and studied throughout the summer.  The dancers will conduct a brief workshop with the students as well.  This will be framed as a Family Night Out at the Theater.  We will encourage families to dress up and enjoy the night.  We intend to solicit volunteers to prepare and serve food, provide entertainment and take family photos.

We are planning to continue our collaboration with the students’ current teachers and counselors.  We our working with our county extension office staff to maximize their expertise in this unique, cross-curricular approach to summer learning.  We continue to rely on the summer feeding program to stretch food dollars.  Our partners at the Nashville Ballet and the Country Music Hall of Fame are providing us with comprehensive materials to ensure that each of summer school provides multiple “a ha moments” for our students.  

KDE has also awarded us an additional $8000 to spend on summer recruiting.  Recruiters will seek out new students and will provide adult English Learner and/or Life Skills lessons for any eligible out-of-school students they locate.
