SBDM Minutes

March 16th, 2015
Meeting was called to order at 3:33pm.

Members present were Karla Buckingham, Misti Craig, Laura Beth Hayes, Rasha Hinkle, Brian Kerr, and Kristin Willett.

Council reviewed the February 26th, 2015 minutes and current agenda. Misti Craig made the motion to accept the minutes and current agenda. Rasha Hinkle seconded the motion. All were in consensus. 

Karla Buckingham shared her principal’s report with council members which included the following:

· 510 students are currently enrolled

· Frisbee Golf Club began March 12th with a high level of participation.

· TELL Survey codes have been distributed to the faculty. The online survey will conclude at the end of March.

· $9,505 was earned in sales from the Spring Book Fair.

· The Morningside Academic Team was the District Governor’s Cup Runner-Up.

· Jump Rope Club has now ended. 135 students participated for 5 weekly meetings.
· The Student Voice Survey (for PGES) is being conducted March 16th-20th.

· The 13th Annual Morningside Art Show will be Thursday, March 26th 5:30-7:00 pm.

· 25 Computers will be purchased with KETS funding from 2015-2016 budget.
· Panther Pride Week will be March 30th through April 3rd.

Karla Buckingham reviewed the Section 6 budget and general ledger report with the council. 
Karla Buckingham then shared the tentative 2015-2016 staffing allocation from the EIS Board. There was a (.5) addition to the position of LBD/MMD Classified Staff. These numbers are based on projected enrollment.

Karla Buckingham presented the proposed 2015-2016 Budget (Section 6). Karla Buckingham made the council aware that next year’s budget had a projected increase of funding equaling $4,081.47.  The council discussed how to allocate the funds to provide more supplies for our student body. Brian Kerr made the motion to increase each homeroom teacher’s allotment by $50 and Music, PE, and Art allotments by $200. The remaining $2381.47 moved into Contingency. Laura Beth Hayes seconded the motion. All were in consensus.

Karla Buckingham presented the proposed 2015-2016 School Budget Report. Brian Kerr made the motion to accept the proposed report. Laura Beth Hayes seconded the motion. All were in consensus. 

Karla Buckingham presented the projected budget for 2016 Title I. Karla Buckingham explained that although the projected budget was more than what would be allotted, MES would have 2015 funds remaining to cover the difference.

The council agreed to table the following until the April SBDM Meeting: review of Policy 10.1: Parent Teacher Request Policy and Policy 26.01: Program Review. 
There were no Committee minutes to review.

The next regular meeting will be on Monday, April 20th, 2015 at 3:30pm. Items on the agenda include: Policy Reviews and budget finalizations for the 2015-2016 school year.
Brian Kerr motioned to adjourn.  Rasha Hinkle seconded. All were in consensus.
