Re:  Visually Impaired Teacher 
Dear Curtis:

Joan Etter, NKCES’ teacher of the visually impaired, will continue to have a caseload of 30 students for the 2015-16 school year.  We currently have 5 districts that are contracted with NKCES for VI services and share the cost of the current positions.  While Ms. Etter exceeded her caseload last year we hired a para educator to prepare the braille along with other responsibilities.  Ms. Etter has several children using braille, which requires more of her time during the day and stretches her to address the needs of the other VI students.  

By state regulations a VI teacher is to have no more than 8 on their caseload.  Joan’s present caseload of 30 well exceeds the regulatory load.  By state regulations and according to mandating caseloads, we actually are required to have 3 teachers.  However, we are aware of the shortage of VI teachers throughout the US.  Therefore and in order to move in the direction of compliancy, I am requesting a position for one additional teacher.  If we are unable to find a teacher, we will bring it to your attention and at that time we may need to request additional para educators to help Ms. Etter manage the 2015 – 2016 caseload.
Based on the before facts and findings, I am recommending that we create a teaching position for the visually impaired for the 2015-16 school year.
