SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – September 13, 2007

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, September 13, 2007, at approximately 6:30 pm by Bill Dennison. Those absent were:  Vennia Butts.

ORDER # 08-026 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Pam Carter to adopt the agenda.  

ORDER # 08-027 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Douglas Bennett and seconded by April Pieper to approve the minutes of the August regular meeting.  

ORDER # 08-028 - MONTHLY FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by James Beard and seconded by Kim Shepherd to approve the July 2007 financial report for extracurricular accounts and the bingo account, as well as the July Instructional Funds report.  

ORDER # 08-029 – APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL REPORT – The “new” hiring proposal included Melissa Neary as a Title I instructional assistant filling Nuala Rohrer’s vacancy.  The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by April Pieper to approve the personnel report.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS – Visitors at the September meeting included Erin Collins,  Michelle Kessler, Alexander Martin, Patty Pfeiffer, Angela Rucker, and Michelle Russell.

ORDER # 08-030 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF JULY MINUTES – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Chuck Goodlet to approve the second reading of the July meeting minutes. 

ORDER # 08-031 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF FINANCIAL REPORTS – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Chuck Goodlet to approve the second reading of the 2006-07 annual financial report for extracurricular accounts and the bingo account, as well as the July Instructional Funds report.  

ORDER # 08-032 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF AUGUST PERSONNEL REPORT – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Chuck Goodlet to approve the second reading of the personnel report for the month of August, 2007.

ORDER # 08-033 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING TO TABLE DECISION TO APPROVE THE PORTFOLIO COMPLETION CONTRACT – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Chuck Goodlet to approve the second reading to table the decision on the Senior Portfolio contract.

CURRICULUM UPDATE – Ellen Douglas, CIA/GT teacher, briefly reviewed the latest in the area of curriculum, instruction, assessment, Literacy First, and gifted/talented areas.  Some highlights:

· The Literacy First process has been implemented by 12 classroom teachers, either in Content Reading or Intensive Reading.

· The Fall CATS Assessment will take place in the coming week.

· The Math Department is involved with a consultant in the Thoughtful Education program.

Mr. Dennison reported that the CATS data will release on September 20.  North Hardin is optimistic about the upcoming scores, and after analysis the council will be setting target goals for SB 168.

Mr. Dennison reported that the No Child Left Behind statute requires schools to report CATS scores in reading and math.  North Hardin missed the Annual Yearly Progress goals in reading and math in special needs categories.

ORDER # 08-034 – APPROVAL OF YOUTH IN CHARGE CLUB REQUEST FOR PERCENTAGE OF BINGO FUNDS – Mr. Alex Martin, along with “Youth in Charge” sponsors Patty Pfeiffer and Erin Collins, addressed the council on the purpose of Youth in Charge – to give back to North Hardin students by working closely with the Youth Service Center and other projects addressing the needs of students.  Mr. Martin, a 4-year member of the club, requested that a percentage of the Bingo Funds be disbursed to Youth In Charge.  The motion was made by Douglas Bennett and seconded by Ellen Douglas to approve the club’s request for a percentage of the Bingo Funds.

ORDER # 08-035 – APPROVAL OF SENIOR PORTFOLIO CONTRACT – The Senior Portfolio Contract form was tabled from the August SBDM council meeting.  Michelle Kessler, English department chair, was present to address the council on the wording of the contract.  After discussion and questions and answers, the motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by James Beard to approve the Senior Portfolio Contract.

HARDIN COUNTY WELLNESS POLICY – The state legislators required the Hardin County School District to develop a district-wide wellness policy.  After reviewing a copy from the district, it was decided that Mr. Dennison would form an ad hoc committee to study the wellness policy to bring forth suggestions for the school’s policy.

· Brian Froedge was named 4th district high school music teacher of the year.

· The marching band won their first contest.

· Miriam Cho has received recognition as a national essay contest winner with the topic “When Not to Keep a Secret.”

· The drama club will be taking two plays to competition this year due to increased participation.  

· The JROTC color guard unit presented a superb 9-11 tribute for the local VFW.  Many compliments were received for their participation and performance.

ORDER # 08-036 – NEW BUSINESS – APPROVAL OF NEW CLUB – THE BOOK CLUB – Mrs. Angie Rucker, library media specialist, submitted a proposal to sponsor a book club that will meet during the monthly club meetings.  The motion was made by Pam Carter and seconded by Shelly Hendricks to approve the new Book Club.
