ORDER # 08-039 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA – The motion was made by Chuck Goodlet and seconded by Douglas Bennett to adopt the agenda.  

ORDER # 08-040 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Ray Phelps to approve the minutes of the September regular meeting.

The special needs area shows the most glaring difference in test scores and this gap will most likely be targeted as one of the goals for next year.

· Since the district is in a Tier 3 category, the State Department of Education will be performing a district audit, and a team will be visiting North Hardin High School.

· The marching band finished first in the regional competition and will be competing at Papa John’s Stadium for the state competition.

· The girls cross country team is ranked 4th in the state.

· JROTC cadets held their annual briefing with Mr. Dennison on the upcoming food drive.
