10. New Business  

10.A. Discussion regarding proposed settlement presented to HCS by EIS  

Mrs. Johnston presented to the board members a proposed settlement delivered to our office by Dr. Millay on October 17, 2007.  The settlement included the following:  - Hardin County Schools approve all seven (7) annexation requests; - EIS would agree to "any/all" reciprocal non-resident student agreements with HCS to allow students to attend the county school system if desired in affected annexed areas, as is current practice; - HCS would permanently allow 350 non-resident contract students (policies will be mutually developed by both districts), plus employee's children; EIS agrees not to accept any annexation petitions while non-resident contract agreements for 350 students, plus employee's children remain in tact; this offer of settlement expires at the close of the business day on Friday, October 19, 2007.  Upon the expiration of this offer the EIS Board of Education anticipates accepting an additional petition.

The board explained that they needed time to gather facts and data and could not have an answer in 24 hours.  This would have a great impact on funding and students in our district.  We tried to meet with EIS in January and February and they could not meet.  The law states that we have 90 days to accept or deny a petition.  Why the 24 hours deadline?  Board members explained that printing this proposed settlement in the newspaper before the board members received the info was totally out of line.
