IX Pupil Conduct Code

Tobacco Product Policy

“…Students who violate these prohibitions while under the supervision of the school shall be subject to penalties set for the in the local SBDM code of acceptable behavior and discipline.”

Examples of Offenses

“…class disruption (severe or repeated cases), tobacco use smoking, refusal to serve detention and not having daily homework assignments.”

Attendance

“…any child between the ages of six (6) and eighteen (18) 16 (sixteen) shall send the child to regular…”

A child’s age is between six (6) and sixteen (16) when the child has reached his/her sixth birthday and has not passed his/her sixteenth birthday.  An unmarried child between the ages of sixteen (16) and eighteen (18) who wishes to terminate his/her public or non-public education prior to graduating from high school shall do so only after a conference with the principal or his/her designee, and the principal shall request a conference with the parent, guardian, or other custodian. Written notification of withdrawal must be received from his/her parent, guardian, or other person residing in the state and having custody or charge of him/her.  The written notification shall be dated and the signature witnessed by the principal of the school or his/her designee, where the child is in attendance.  The parent(s) and child shall be required to attend a one (1) hour counseling session where they shall view a media presentation prepared by the Department of Education which shows economic statistics and other information on potential problems of non‑graduates.


A child's age is between sixteen (16) and eighteen (18) when the child has reached his/her sixteenth birthday and has not passed his/her eighteenth birthday.

Definitions of Terms Used in Attendance Policy

Add:

Trimester:  That period of the adopted school calendar determined on an annual basis by the Hardin County Board of Education.  This amount of time is generally one third of the school year but the ending date may change due to unforeseen circumstances.

Home/Hospital Instruction Guidelines

1.  “…that a student will miss five (5) twelve (12) or consecutive days due to medical problems…”

XXII. No Pass No Drive

…The reports shall be made at the end of each trimester semester but may be made earlier in the trimester semester for accumulated absences.  A student shall be deemed to have dropped out of school when he has six (6) nine (9) or more unexcused absences in the preceding trimester semester.  Any absences due to suspension shall be unexcused absences.  A student shall be deemed to be academically deficient when he has not received passing grades in at least four (4) courses, or the equivalent of four (4) courses, in the preceding trimester semester…”

“…A student who has had his license revoked under the provisions of this section may reapply for his driver’s license as early as the end of the trimester semester during which he enrolls in school and successfully completes the educational requirements.  A student may also reapply for his driver’s license at the end of a summer school session semester which results in the student having passed at least four (4) courses, or the equivalent of four (4) courses, during the successive third trimester and summer sessions spring and summer semesters, and the courses must meet…”
