Background/Summary of Information

Currently the Spencer County Preschool has 1 full-day classroom (20 students), 2 half-day classrooms for AM and PM (80 students), and 1 half-day classroom AM only (20 students).  With the impact that full-day instruction has on the 20 students that are currently served in that setting, we would like to expand our full-day program to have another classroom for next school year.  We would like to take the current half-day AM class and make it a full day classroom.  This will include making the 0.5 IECE certified teaching position a full time position and the 0.5 IA classified position a full time position.
