FACTS:

Meadow View Elementary School is seeking permission from the Board to host a schoolwide fundraiser/benefit during the month of May to sell paper “Captain America Shields” for $1.00. Students and staff will purchase, decorate, and write positive words on the paper shields to encourage Ethan. (Ethan is a student Meadow View who has Neurofibromatois.)
