OPENING BUSINESS
A. Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:05 PM. BJ Henry and Dawne Swank, Assistant Principals, Kim Black, Deanna Lively, Ann Pullen, Cathy Booker, and Rex Hanson awere also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 14-59 – Melissa Butler made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Susan Gattis seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the April 1, 2015 Regular Session minutes.  ORDER 14-60 – Sonja Warden made a motion to accept the April 1, 2015 Regular Session minutes.  Alesa Walters seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
D. Activity Budget: Council reviewed the April financial report and activity budget, dated April 1-30, 2015 submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 14-61– Alesa Walters made a motion to accept the April financial report and activity budget.  Susan Gattis seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
III. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  
A. National Merit Semi-finalist Lillie Shaw:  Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that Lillie Shaw was name a National Merit Semi-finalist.  He also shared the requirements for achieve National Merit status and the program at large.    
IV. OLD BUSINESS: 
A. 2015-2015 Section 6 Budget Update:  Mr. Smallwood reviewed the revised Section 6 budget.  The budget was revised in order to allocate funding to pay stipends to department heads, the Robotics Team sponsor and the Y-Club sponsor.  Department heads will each be paid $500/year, Robotics Team sponsor $3000/year, and the Y-Club Sponsor $2000/year.  ORDER 14-62 – Sonja Warden made a motion to approve the Revised Section 6 budget.  Susan Gattis seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
V. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Minority Parent Election – Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that since neither a minority teacher nor parent was elected for the next term, a special election for a minority parent will be held on Thursday, May 28, 2015.  A teacher representative will be added to the Council once this has been completed.  

B. CCR Update – Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that 143 seniors out of 184 are College and/or Career Ready with 142 college ready, 1 career ready, and 19 who are both College and Career ready.  

C. Science Curriculum – Mr. Smallwood recognized Ms. Black, Ms. Pullen, Ms. Lively, and Ms. Booker from our Science department.  Ms. Black discussed the requests she had received from current freshmen students who wish to skip Introduction to Science next year and go straight to Chemistry. The Council decided that students wishing to accelerate will need to take and pass an examination before being allowed to do so.  Ms. Pullen will create the examination and it will be given at the start of summer.   
D. CCR Guests – May 7, 2015 – David and Tonya Taylor – Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that David and Tonya Taylor, the parents of EHS graduates Brice and Brianna Taylor, who both tragically lost their lives last summer, will speak to our junior and senior students concerning the events that surrounded the accidents that caused their deaths.  The Elizabethtown Police Department has purchased shirts for our junior and senior students, as well as our faculty and staff, to wear on this day to honor Brice and Brianna.   
E. Senior Walk – May 8, 2015 – Our seniors will be going to Helmwood Heights, Morningside, T.K. Stone, St. James, and West Point, dressed in their cap and gowns, to bestow honorary diplomas to the teacher(s) they felt helped them achieve their educational goals and set them on the path to graduation.
