In future months, the new Executive Director will begin the process of exploration of the sale of the property located at 5516 East Alexandria Pike.  In addition, Mr. Matt Compton, Principal of the Regional School Programs has been notified of working during the upcoming year to determine a new location for the Regional School Programs for the 2016-2017 school year.  
NKCES Webpage Revision

NKCES has contracted with Five Oaks Communications, LLC (Armando Arrastia) to revise and develop a new image of NKCES via our organization webpage.  Feedback concerning the current format and image of the NKCES webpage has not met our desired expectations of being user friendly and relevant for our meeting our district needs.  An anticipated launch date of August 1st has been proposed.  Multiple meetings have taken place to provide feedback and input to Mr. Arrastia as expectations for our website.  Training for the migration of content for all of the personnel at NKCES is scheduled for the middle of June.
