1. SBDM Council 2014-2015 took actions to sustain student achievement at West Hardin Middle School.  The following are the most significant.

*Committees formed to include Budget/Planning, Culture/Climate, Curriculum/Instruction and Assessment.

*2014-2015 CSIP was revised and approved to support district goals.

* Purchased RENLEARN software to supplement intervention in Reading/Math for West Hardin students.

*Classroom set of textbooks purchased to supplement curriculum in Reading/Math.

*West Hardin lost allocation for one special education position.  Due to Budget reductions West Hardin lost one additional teaching position and ISS/KSI monitor position.

*Total Reader software program was purchased for use in Reading intervention.

*Classroom set of Chrome Books were purchased to continue to upgrade available technology for use in the classroom.

*West Hardin did not utilize any school wide fundraisers for the 2014-2015 school year

2. School Achievements:

*West Hardin had the highest growth rate in the district in math/reading in 5 of 6 areas.

*7th grader Sierra Reed was the Grand Prize winner in the National Girl Scouts Sport Challenge.
