Items Addressed by the Council as outlined in Law and Policy

The council approved the budget as submitted.

The council approved the Exam Schedule Policy as submitted.

The council approved the Textbook Purchasing Plan as submitted.

The council approved the School Compact and Parent Involvement Policy as submitted.

The council approved the proposed changes to class offerings for next school with the deletion of Multicultural America and clarification on Dance, Independent Study.

The Council accepted the following proposal:


" Five Points will be added to end-of-trimester final grades in all Advanced Placement classes.  Students will also have the opportunity to earn one, two, or three attendance points which will be added in addition to the automatic five points, for a maximum of eight points added to a final grade.

The Council accepted the CSIP as submitted.
The council approved awarding Arts and Humanities credit for the class, Dance Technique.  The class would include, but is not limited to, colorguard and winterguard members.

Students receiving a proficient or distinguished on their On-Demand Test during their sophomore and junior years will receive points added to their final grade the following year in Part A of their English class.  A distinguished score will receive 2 points and a proficient score will receive 1 point.  The council approves this policy.

The council reviewed the staffing allocation submitted by the board.  Projected enrollment for next school year has been set at 964.  That takes our allocation down a half teacher to 37 teachers but Title I money should be better next year. 

The council reviewed the Needs list submitted last year and didn’t have any additions, except to remove greenhouse walkway.

The council approved the staffing proposal/master schedule.

The council approved the relocation of the Health room to allow the special education units to be positioned together.  Health will move to 104 to accommodate the new special education class.

The council elects to use a district certified trainer for the Principal Selection process and set the first meeting date for Monday, May 18th.  The second meeting will be June 1st and the third meeting will be June 9th. Interviews will be the following week.

The council reviewed and accepted the CSIP Program Review report.
The council approved a Tobacco Product policy.
