· There are 120 students enrolled in the Summer Academy.  This year the elementary schools are offering a summer enrichment program which is tuition based. There are 22 students participating in the Arts program which will be held at TES and 31 students participating in the STEM program which will be held at SCES.
· The State Textbook Selection Committee has approved the use of instructional resource funding to purchase musical keyboards. SCES may want to look at this in the future so that we can expand the arts program with a musical keyboard lab.
· SCES staff completed 3 days of Personalized and Technology PD on June 1 – 3, 2015.  June 1, 2015 PD fulfilled contract obligations for 2014-2015 school year.  PD on June 2 and June 3, 2015 will be recorded for the 2015-2016 school year.
