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This document is a summary of how Extended School Services (ESS) are provided in the Hardin County School System with accompanying documents that provide data about attendance, content area focus, and MAP score comparisons.

The purpose of ESS is to provide instructional and support services for students who are having difficulty in one or more content areas.  Students who have been retained or who are at risk of being detained are students who have priority for services. 

State regulations require that we include teaching techniques that provide support and continuity relative to the regular school program and varied approaches such as tutorial instruction, computer-assisted instruction, and other modified strategies for reteaching and meeting individual students needs.   Hardin County’s ESS program uses a variety of services models in order to accomplish these goals.  

Although we have success in reducing our dropout rate by providing remedial, credit recovery opportunities for high school students during the year and during summer, our desire is to provide interventions that allow students support closer to the initial instruction.  This is the reason for the shift over the past few years from all summer school and after school services to more Daytime Waiver models.  Daytime Waiver models also create savings of transportation costs that are then utilized to begin ESS services earlier in the year and extend through May.  The chart below outlines which models are in place at each of our school sites.

· One of the reports accompanying this is titled “ESS Attendance Non-Duplicated Count.”  This report shows how many students have participated in ESS at least one day this school year.  

· Another report titled “Attendance by Subject” indicates how many students have worked in particular classes.  This number is higher than the Non-Duplicated Count because a student may attend ESS in several classes and in more than one model.

· A third report indicates how ESS students did last school year using MAP growth results data.

· The final report is a “Credit Recovery” summary of those high school students who have made up a least one credit this fall during evening classes.  Credit Recovery is offered on different nights at different high schools so that if a student chooses, they have the option to work on more than one credit at a time.  Also, during the summer and evening, students working on the PLATO software program (available at all three high schools) have opportunities to also make up several credits.

Although ESS is a district-level program, each of our schools has a coordinator who helps plan and monitor ESS.  They work closely with the leadership team at each school to structure the ESS programming so that it is aligned with the school improvement plan.
