SUBJECT:  
APPROVAL OF THE BOXTOPS  SCHOOLWIDE FUNDRAISER, TO RUN FROM AUGUST TO MAY   FOR HEARTLAND ELEMENTARY .
FACTS: Heartland Elementary is seeking permission from the Board to host a school wide fundraiser during the upcoming school year.  This fundraiser raises approximately $3,000 over the course of the school year.  The proposed fundraiser will be used by the school to deposit funds into our box top account for the following reasons:
1. Help fund various student clubs and programs
2. Purchase various school supplies for the classroom
Parents/students and staff will voluntarily submit Boxtops from various food items they purchase. For each Boxtop returned we will get 10 cents.  All Heartland families will be invited to participate in this fundraiser.  Participation will be voluntary and there will be no penalty for not participating.  All students in the school will benefit from the funds raised. The top class that brings in the most boxtops quarterly receives a pizza party funded by the Boxtop account itself. 
Per new Redbook policies enacted on July 1, 2013, all parent organizations are now considered booster clubs that must follow the booster club regulations of the Redbook.  One regulation is the approval of school wide fundraisers by the Board of Education.  Attached to this decision paper is a F-SA-2A form required per the Redbook for the fundraisers.  The BoxTop school-wide fundraiser will offer all students and staff the opportunity to participate.

I RECOMMEND THE BOARD APPROVE THE HEARTLAND ELEMENTARY BOXTOP SCHOOLWIDE FUNDRAISER TO RAISE FUNDS THAT WILL BENEFIT ALL STUDENTS BY PROVIDING FUNDS FOR STUDENT CLUBS AND PROGRAMS AND TO PURCHASE VARIOUS SCHOOL SUPPLIES FOR THE CLASSROOM.
