APPROVAL OF OUR SCHOOL WIDE YEARBOOK SALES 
FACTS: Heartland Elementary is seeking permission from the Board to receive funds from yearbook sales during the upcoming school year.   This fundraiser raises approximately $2,000. The proposed funds will be used to fund the following:
1. Help fund field trip costs for all students.
2. Help support our PBIS behavior program and purchase other student incentives
3. Help purchase various school supplies for the classroom.
All parents will be given the opportunity to purchase yearbooks from Jostens yearbook vendor.  Based on sales, a percentage of our yearbook sales will be given back to Heartland Elementary.  All Heartland families will be invited to participate and purchase a yearbook.  Participation will be voluntary and there will be no penalty for not participating.  There are no incentives involved for this fundraiser. All students in the school will benefit from the funds raised.
Per new Redbook policies enacted on July 1, 2013, all parent organizations are now considered booster clubs that must follow the booster club regulations of the Redbook.  One regulation is the approval of school wide fundraisers by the Board of Education.  Attached to this decision paper is a F-SA-2A form required per the Redbook for the fundraisers.  Our school yearbook sales will offer all students and staff the opportunity to participate.
