Background/Summary of Information – (Quick Presentation)
This is a request to approve the purchase of the Quick Access service for all schools and local emergency response organizations. The $1200 per year (*$300/school) subscription can be cancelled at any time if we are not satisfied. The initial setup fee ($200/school) is waived if a commitment is made by August 1, 2015. *The TES/Hillview/Preschool campus is combined
Most administrators and staff carry a Smart Phone and use it to access everything. From classrooms, to field trips, to athletic events, staff members will have our current Emergency Response Plan with them with access to the portion relevant to their position. Hard copies are still essential and remain the basis for the plan. While CrisisGo has more capabilities, there is a high reliance on the user having a data signal. SchoolDude was simple but lacked levels of security we think are necessary. Quick Access seemed basic, simple, provided for rights for various staff levels and first responders.

Following the rollout and upon initial familiarization it will be expected that each school begin tailoring the plan so it is more specific to their needs. This best practice is currently embedded in the district plan; however, a plan tailored to each school is a great improvement.
