· SBDM Parents and Teachers were elected in May for the 2006-07 school year.  Two positions were available, both candidates ran unopposed.  Elected were Karen Day, parent; Pam Goodin was elected as teacher.  

· Lincoln Trail Elementary completed the 2005-2006 school year with an enrollment of 652 students in K-5th grade and 32 pre-school students. For a total of 684.

· There were two staff retirements from Lincoln Trail Elementary at the close of the 2005-2006 school year they are: Kaye Lefever, with 32 years of service and Evelyn Cox, with 27 years of service.

· There were two certified staff transfers; Melanie Mantle to Jefferson County and Diane Priddy accepted a special education position at Creekside Elementary.

· Two Half-time Title One positions were cut Monica Bybee and Cheryl Plessl.  Two classified staff left at the close of the 2005-2006 school year; Nichole Neimeyer- Instructional Assistant and Laura Snyder – Pre-School.

Measurement of Success

· Lincoln Trail is recognized within the community as being one of the best elementary schools in the area.  Community members not directly associated with the school often comment to us about the reputation of the school and its staff.

· Another indicator is the caring attitude of the staff, parents and community members, they continue to talk about the caring atmosphere they notice when they enter the building.  

· The involvement of parents and other community members in the school as volunteers helps make our school successful.  Seventy-five parent and community volunteers contributed 2,895.5 hours during the 2005-06 school year. 

· Lincoln Trail Elementary met all goals in the (APY) for the “No Child Left Behind Act”.

· New Mobile unit was set-up to house our Family Resource Center.

· Pat French Walking Track was rededicated in May of 2006; paved track, exercise equipment, soccer goals and park benches were added. 

The following grant were received at Lincoln Trail Elementary this year:

· Two grants from Dow Corning, one for $1,000.00 to assist with our math program and the second was a donation of four Dell lap top computers.

· Communicare grant “Family Reading Clubs” for $4,000.00 was donated to our Title One dept for the purchase of books and family activities.

· Communicare grant of $3,500.00 was donated to our Family Resource Center to assist with salaries.
