 DECISION MAKING COMMITTEE MINUTES 

December 13, 2007

The Rineyville Elementary School-Based Decision Making Council convened in the library on December 13, 2007. Ms. Harris called the meeting to order at 2:45.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The council reviewed the minutes of the November 15 meeting.  Ms. Harris made a motion to approve the minutes. Ms. Jarvis seconded the motion. Motion carried by consensus.

FINANCIAL REPORT

The November financial reports were reviewed by the committee.  

INSTRUCTIONAL REPORT

Ms. Johnson reported for the Instruction/Instructional Materials Committee.  This year we are adopting new Science textbooks and have been receiving sample materials.  The Math Wall of Fame has been progressing.  Preschool, Kindergarten and Ms. Vittitow are done.  Writing Wall of Fame is up.  Breakfast for The Wall of Fame participants is Jan. 9.

COMPONENTS (Learning Environment; Academic; Efficiency)

Ms. Harris presented the report for all components, as attached.  She reviewed the comprehensive plan checklist and growth areas that need to be addressed.  Teachers will turn in fall checklist, and Component report will be given at the next meeting.

ACCIDENT REPORTS

There were only two accidents this month.  One was on the bus and one was in the classroom.

ANNUAL REPORT

The committee finalized the revisions to the Annual Report.  Ms. Wiseman made a motion to approve the annual report with the revisions.  Ms. Harris seconded the motion.  Motion carried by consensus.

OTHER BUSINESS

Mr. King explained the new program that Hardin County Schools will be adopting soon.  Infinite Campus is a new computer program for records and attendance and for student/employee tracking.  One component will allow teachers to enter grades.  Parents 

will be able to access the program.  The best feature will be consistency throughout the county.  Ms. Harris asked how primary progress would be recorded on the program, since primary is ungraded.  Mr. King suggested that the coaches would need to address that question during training. Participation grades will be worked in to the student grades.  Mr. King stated that the county needs to adopt a consistent grading scale.

Staff concerns were presented by Ms. Harris and Mr. Coffey as follows:

· We still need more keys to the building.

· We still need doorknobs on faculty restrooms.

· Parent phone calls need to be screened and messages need to be taken by office personnel except in case of emergency.

· More bulletin boards are needed in hallways between classrooms.  We will discuss this at faculty meeting.  We will probably wait until the entire school is finished to determine the needs and form a consistent plan.

· Parent drop-off and bus drop-off times needs to be stressed again.  Students are arriving too early.

· Lunch charges have been excessive throughout the county.  The board has developed a policy to always feed the students, but after six charges, they will be given a peanut butter sandwich and milk.  Our students will be given a cheese sandwich, since we have a “no peanut” situation.

· Ms. Wiseman stated that, as a parent, she would like more advance notice regarding program tryouts. 

Mr. King expressed his thanks for our work on the CSIP.  It addresses the needs for the school and is in line with our vision for the school.  It is a “living document”, which means that changes can be made throughout the year.  Mr. Coffey asked if next year’s CSIP would look different.  Mr. King said it would be done electronically, which would make it more consistent with the other schools.

Mr. King stated that different board personnel would be coming out to meet with the SBDM Committees to support our community and schools.
