SCHOOL-BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL SPECIAL CALLED MEETING OF June 8, 2015
The meeting began at 3:55 p.m. in the school’s conference room with the following members present (Beth Carroll, Carly Crews, Chris Corder, Sylvania Dean, and Jeremiah Gruber).  Guests:  Trish Gentry, Lory Padilla, and Gina Stinebruner.
Agenda:  Mrs. Carroll moved to approve the agenda.  Mr. Gruber seconded, and the motion passed by consensus.

Minutes:  Mr. Gruber moved to approve the May 7, 2015 monthly meeting minutes.  Mrs. Carroll seconded, and the motion passed by consensus.  
Good News Report:  Mr. Corder shared that we finished the year on a good note.  There was positive feedback to the four work days at the end of the year.  Teachers were able to work in their rooms or meet with their teams.  District MAP growth chart was discussed and 2nd grade was third in reading and 4th grade was the highest for overall growth.  The summer feeding program has started and on the first day there were 95 that participated that was under the age of 18.  Get Ready Camp also started this week.

Student Achievement:   Mr. Corder spoke that students met their Spring growth received a popcorn party.  On Awards day over 350 families attended.  Comments were made by families if they could be notified earlier.
Committee Reports:  PBIS report was given by Mr. Corder.  Mr. Corder passed out copies of reports and spoke briefly on the continued improvements.  Mr. Corder stated that the Bus Drivers should have training before the new school year (2015-2016) starts.  Bus referrals still remain to be the highest number of referrals.  
New Business:   Ms. Padilla presented the council with a revised copy of the writing policy.  Ms. Padilla, Ms. Owens, Ms. Carroll, Ms. Macy, and Ms. Doty were representatives for their teams and attended a writing training.  Ms. Padilla discussed how the district is on board for a similar writing policy.  Common language and strategies that were revised in the writing policy were SPAT, ARMS, CUPS, RUN, RACE, and paragraph development.  Concerns were addressed by Ms. Dean about special education students not understanding terms.  Mr. Corder stated that modifications would be made for those students.  A 2nd reading will be held on July 30th.  Mr. Gruber moved to motion the first reading of the writing policy.  Mrs. Carroll seconded, the motion was passed by consensus.  
The budget for the 2015-2016 school year was discussed and reviewed.  Teachers would receive $375 to purchase school supplies and families would only be responsible for ear buds and a backpack.  Mr. Gruber made the motion to pass the 2015-2016 budget for Radcliff Elementary.           Mrs. Crews seconded, the motion was passed by consensus.
Ms. Padilla presented the Title I Parent Compact and Needs Assessment to the council.  The compact and assessment were reviewed by the council with changes and approved.  Concerns were addressed by families about times of events and a survey was suggested to help address these concerns.  Mr. Gruber made the motion to pass the Title I Parent Compact and Needs Assessment.  Mrs. Crews seconded, the motion was passed by consensus.

Radcliff Elementary will continue to participate with Everyday Math.  Statement of Accountability was signed by the council to continue Everyday Math.  Math Journals, Home Links, and 30 reference books for each grade will be ordered.  Teachers and families will have access to Everyday Math online.  
Miscellaneous Business/Information:  Mr. Corder stated that RES Open House is July 30, 2015 from 5:30 p.m. – 7:00 p.m.  First grade will have an orientation for families on July 30, 2015 at 8:30 for first grade students and their families.  
New hires for 2015-2016 school year are as follows: office manager Christy Dugger, PE teacher Terry Jones, Counselor Jessi Clemens, and Special Education 1st grade Laura Ising. 
Student handbooks will be printed at the school.  The first reading of the handbook was reviewed and second reading will be July 30, 2015.
New SBDM council members for 2015-2016 school year will be Alea McCray parent representative and Gina Stinebruner teacher representative.  
Adjournment:   Mr. Gruber made the motion to adjourn.  Mrs. Crews seconded, and the motion passed by consensus. 
The council meeting adjourned at 5:13 p.m.
