August 4, 2015
I.
OPENING BUSINESS

A.  Call to Order/Roll Call: Steve Smallwood made the motion to call the Elizabethtown High School Site Based Decision Making Council meeting to order at 4:11 PM.  Members in attendance were Melissa Butler, Rhonda Wilson, Corey Yates, Tanya Major, Susan Gattis, Sonja Warden, and Geraldine Mack.  Assistant principals BJ Henry and Dawne Swank were also in attendance.  
B. Agenda Adoption: Council reviewed the agenda.  ORDER 15-07 – Sonja Warden made a motion for the agenda to be accepted.  Corey Yates seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
C. Minutes Adoption: Council reviewed the July 29, 2015 Special Session minutes.  ORDER 15-08 – Rhonda Wilson made a motion to accept the July 29, 2015 Special Session minutes.  Melissa Butler seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously. 
D.  Activity Budget: The Council reviewed the July financial report and activity budget, dated July 1-31, 2015 submitted by Teri Wheatley, EHS bookkeeper.  ORDER 15-09 – Melissa Butler made a motion to accept the July financial report and activity budget.  Susan Gattis seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.   

II. STUDENT ACHIEVEMENT:  
A. EOC Assessment Update:  Mr. Smallwood reviewed the EOC scores for 2015.  The results are as follows:  English – 79% met benchmark; Algebra II – 62% met benchmark, Biology – 50% met benchmark, and US History – 86% met benchmark.  
B. Dual Credit Update:  Mr. Smallwood discussed the dual credit classes currently available to our students.  These options include College Algebra, Chemistry, English 101/102, Public Speaking/Communications, WKU Online classes, ECTC classes, and the SEEK program.  
III. OLD BUSINESS:  
A. Review of New Attendance Policy at EHS:  Ms. Swank discussed the need to include job shadowing on the list of activities that a student will be unable to participate in should they be absent from school over the allotted number of days.  
B. Review of Final Exam Exemption Criteria: Mr. Smallwood reviewed the criteria that will be used to determine whether a student will be exempt from final exams.  This information will be distributed to all students during the first week of school.  
IV. NEW BUSINESS: 
A. Best First Day Ever:  Mr. Smallwood gave an overview of the activities planned for the first day of the 2015-2016 school year.  The theme is “Happy New Year 2015-2016” and there will be music, a pep rally, and back-to-school prizes.  The goal is to make students glad to be back and to start this school year on a very positive note.  
B. 2015-2016 Enrollment Summary:  Mr. Smallwood stated that as of this date, there are 806 students enrolled at Elizabethtown High School for the 2015-2016 school year.  
C. Angels in the Outfield Softball Tournament for the Brice & Brianna Taylor Scholarship Fund:  Mr. Smallwood stated that the event, held on Saturday, August 1, 2015 was very successful.  There were 28 teams participating in the tournament and approximately $8000 was raised to benefit the scholarship fund.  
D. Lion’s Club BBQ:   This event will be held at EHS on August 15, 2015.  
E. Student Council Movie Night:  This event will held on August 14, 2015 following the football scrimmage game.  The movie “Remember the Titans” will be shown.  Those wishing to participate are asked to donate school supplies instead of paying admission.  
F. Picture Day at EHS – August 14, 2015.  Mr. Smallwood shared this date with the Council.  
G. Boys Soccer Alumni Game – August 28, 2015: Mr. Smallwood informed the Council that the alumni game would be held on the 28th.  The game will be played at the athletic complex.  
H. Donation from Bill Linde in memory of his late wife Susie Smith Linde:  Mr. Smallwood shared that Mr. Linde donated a painting of the old Elizabethtown High School building, which stood in downtown Elizabethtown on the Dixie across from the State Theatre, in memory of his late wife, Susie Smith Linde.  Mr. Smallwood discussed different sites being considered for the placement of this painting.  
I. Panther Pride Hallway Graphics from Uptown Graphics in Upton, KY:  Mr. Smallwood showed pictures of the Panther Pride graphics that have been ordered for placement in several areas throughout our building.  These should be installed within the next month.
