	READING

Based upon the G. C. Burkhead Elementary 2006 NCLB report, the average percentage of students scoring proficient and distinguished in 2005 and 2006 in reading was 77.73

The AMO (Annual Measurable Objective) for reading was 53.86.

There is a need to improve the achievement of students with disabilities in reading.  The difference in the content indices vs. students without disabilities is –32. (SB168)

Math

The School’s 2006 NCLB report also indicated that the average percentage of students scoring proficient and above in 2005 and 2006 in math was 60.23.

The AMO (Annual Measurable Objective) for Math was 32.14

There is a need to improve the achievement of students with disabilities in math.  The difference in the content indices vs. students without disabilities is –60. (S 

Writing

The total percentage of proficient and distinguished in on-demand writing for the school in 2006 was 6.0%.

The total percentage of proficient and distinguished on writing portfolios for the school in 2006 was 39.0%

	READING

Based on the results of the 2007 KCCT, the percent of students scoring proficient and above in reading will meet the AMO of 53.86

The School will receive a YES in meeting Adequate Yearly Progress in reading for all subpopulations.

The scale score in reading for students with disabilities will increase, while the gap between without disabilities and disabilities will decrease to 30 scale score points or less by 2008. (SB168)

Math

Based on the results of the 2007 KCCT, the percent of students scoring proficient and above in math will meet or exceed the AMO of 32.14

The school will receive a YES in meeting Adequate Yearly Progress in math for all subpopulations.

The scale score in math for students with disabilities will increase, while the gap between without disabilities and disabilities will decrease.(SB168)

Writing

The total percentage of proficient and distinguished in on-demand writing will meet or exceed the district goal of 10.0%.

The total percentage of proficient and distinguished on writing portfolios will continue to meet or exceed the district goal of 47.00%.


	Objectives with Measures of Success
The Title I certified teacher and CIA will serve as coordinators of math activities for all grade levels, with a focus on differentiation of math and reading instruction for students with disabilities.  (SB168)

An annual math plan will be developed to address remedial and accelerated Authentic assessments at all grade levels will be written using the Core Content Assessment 4.1 as a reference for development math groups.

Teacher’s use of varied instructional practices that reflect Depth of Knowledge, Silver and Strong’s Thoughtful Education, and Differentiation will be monitored via lesson plans and by school administrator walkthrough observations.

Classroom, Special Education Teachers and The Administrative Leadership team will analyze math and reading scores from MAP assessments and other data for students needing intervention assistance (with a focus on students with disabilities) and flexible group instruction to insure that there are no curriculum or instructional gaps for any subpopulation. (SB168)

Title I focus will be guided reading and writing in primary, writing in fourth grade, and math in fifth.
