SBDM COUNCIL MINUTES

May 10, 2005

The regular meeting of the Vine Grove Elementary SBDM Council met at 3:00 p.m. in the school media center. Members present were Mrs. Carlena Sheeran, Ms. Roxie Claywell, Mrs. Gail Clark, Mr. Darryl Murray, Mrs. Lora Schell and Mr. Lonnie Dennis. Mr. Rick Bennett was absent.  Mrs. Cathy Bruce was the recording secretary. Mrs. Cindy Vowels was a visitor.

 Mrs. Sheeran made a motion to approve the Agenda. Ms. Claywell seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. Motion unanimously carried. (05.46) 
Ms. Claywell made a motion to approve the Minutes from the March 15, and April 19, 2005 meeting. Mr. Murray seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. Motion unanimously carried. (5.47) 

REPORTS

Technology Committee Request for Funds – Mrs. Vowels reported that the Technology Committee is requesting that we purchase three CD’s for our art classes. The cost is approximately $480.00. The Technology Committee is also requesting that we purchase the service agreement for our Follett program. The approximate cost is $400.00. Both of the purchases will be paid for with KETS funds. Mrs. Clark made a motion to approve the purchases of the three CD’s and the service agreement for our Follett program. Mr. Murray seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. Motion unanimously carried. (5.48)

Technology Implementation Plan – Mrs. Vowels presented the Technology Implementation Plan for review and discussion. The plan had the purchases the SBDM Council approved for the 2004-05.

School Activity Budget for 2005-06. The council discussed the 2005-06 School Activity budget. After discussing if the budget can be changed after the beginning of the school year, if needed, Mr. Murray made a motion to adopt the budget as presented for the 2005-06 school year. Mrs. Clark seconded the motion. Motion unanimously carried. (05.49)

Textbook Adoption – Mrs. Sheeran presented the Textbook Adoption for the 2005-06 school year. Our school allotment is $22,697.00 ($45.304/per pupil). We will purchase music books and a music CD series for each grade level. We will also be purchasing art books for our art classes. The cost of the textbook adoption is approximately $13,722.00. We will have $8,975.00 left to use as carry over money. Mr. Murray made a motion to approve the Textbook Adoption for the 2005-06 school year. Mrs. Clark seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. Motion unanimously carried. (05.50)

Budget Approval – The SBDM Council reviewed the March and April 2005 school budget. Mrs. Sheeran made a motion to approve the budget as presented. Ms. Claywell seconded the motion. There was no further discussion. Motion unanimously carried. (5.51) 

EXTEND MEETING  - Mrs. Sheeran made a motion at 4:00 p.m. that we extend the meeting. Mr. Murray seconded the motion. Motion unanimously carried (05.52)

Parent Survey. They received 141 surveys back. Some of our parents did not know exactly how the resource center helps our families or the special activities that they sponsor for our students. Mr. Dennis will talk with Mrs. Natalie Owens, the Four-You-Resource Coordinator on ways to enhance parents’ knowledge of our center.

Accident Reports – The council reviewed the accidents from March, April and May 2005.   

Committee Reports – The council reviewed the committee reports.

Staffing – Mr. Dennis announced that he is posting teaching positions this week for the 2005-06 school year. Mr. Eddie Booker has been hired as our new 10:00 p.m. – 6:00 a.m. custodian. Mr. Dennis also discussed that our student numbers for the next school year are already at or near our cap size in a few of our grade levels.

POLICIES

Wellness Policy –Because the Legislature passed SB172 regarding students in elementary school having moderate to vigorous exercise daily, we have to have a wellness policy in place for the 2005-06 school year. Mrs. Jackie Adcock will set up an ad hoc committee to come up with the policy and report to the SBDM Council at the June meeting. 

SBDM Policy Review – The SBDM Council will review the policy handbook at its June meeting.

2005-06 Council Members – The SBDM Council members for the 2005-06 school year are: Teacher Representatives -  Mrs. Kim Wood, Mrs Carol Butler and Mrs. Cindy Vowels. Parent Representatives are Mr. Rick Bennett and Mr. Darryl Murray. Mrs. Lora Schell is the non-voting classified representative. Mr. Lonnie Dennis, Principal is the chairperson.

Nurse Funding – The Optimists Club is not going to help fund the school nurse for the 2005-06 year.  We are approximately $2,100.00 short if we want to keep the nurse part-time.

Outdated Computers – Mr. Dennis reported that we cannot let our students borrow our old digital computers that have to be taken off the Internet. We will have to take them to the HCS auction.
