SCHOOL BASED DECISION MAKING COUNCIL MEETING

MINUTES – REGULAR MEETING – May 12, 2005

The regular monthly meeting of the School Based Decision Making Council at North Hardin High School was called to order on Thursday, May 12, 2005, at approximately 6:30 pm by Chairperson Bill Dennison. ORDER # 05-123 – ADOPTION OF THE AGENDA - The motion was made by April Pieper and seconded by Anna Winchell to adopt the agenda.

ORDER # 05-124 – ADOPTION OF THE MINUTES – The motion was made by Leland Stokes and seconded by Annette Neblett to approve the minutes of the April meeting.

ORDER # 05-125– APPROVAL OF FINANCIAL REPORT FOR MARCH AND APRIL – Copies of the March regular financial report and the April regular and bingo fund reports were distributed and reviewed.  The motion was made by Cheryl Brooks and seconded by Annette Neblett to approve the  financial reports.  

ORDER # 05-126 - APPROVAL OF PERSONNEL REPORT – The motion was made by Kris Hodge and seconded by Anna Winchell to approve the personnel report.  Mrs. McGray reviewed the following vacancies:   FMD Special Ed teacher Jennifer Bishop resigned for health reasons; Agriculture teacher Wayne Hayden is retiring; LBD Special Ed Teacher Sara Lackner’s husband is being transferred; Spanish teacher Heather Nagel is resigning to possibly pursue a career with her husband; Library/Media Specialist Susan Plotner’s husband is being transferred; and Science teacher Joey Stinson has resigned.

VISITORS – Ms. Lin Linder and Mr. James Pieper were present at the meeting as visitors.

ORDER # 05-127 - APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH MINUTES – The motion was made by Leland Stokes and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the March meeting minutes.

ORDER # 05-128 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF MARCH BINGO FINANCIAL REPORT – The motion was made by Leland Stokes and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the March bingo financial report.

ORDER # 05-129 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF THE APRIL PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATIONS – The motion was made by Leland Stokes and seconded by April Pieper to approve the second reading of the April personnel report/recommendations.

ORDER # 05-130 – APPROVAL OF SECOND READING OF APRIL DECISION FOR THE DEVELOPMENT OF A JUNIOR BETA CLUB AT NORTH HARDIN – The motion was made by Leland Stokes and seconded by April Pieper to approve the development of a Junior Beta Club for North Hardin 9th & 10th graders.

ORDER # 05-131 – APPROVAL OF TECHNOLOGY COMMITTEE PURCHASE REQUESTS –

Ms. Lin Linder was present at the meeting to request approval for technology purchases using the school’s KETS funds.  The motion was made by Leland Stokes and seconded by Kris Hodge to approve the following requests in the amount of $5,960.71:  $1204 for a teacher workstation in Gina Aldridge’s classroom; $952.71 for 7 licenses plus media software for Dan Townsend’s yearbook classroom; $1204 for a teacher workstation for Fawnda Cox’s classroom; and $2600 for 2 file servers for the security camera system.

ORDER # 05-132 – APPROVAL OF CSIP IMPACT CHECK – Ms. McGray reviewed the labels and strategies of the Comprehensive School Improvement Plan, identifying those areas labeled “I” for implemented and completed, “PI” for partially implemented and in progress, and “NI” for not implemented.  After the review of the document, the motion was made by Cheryl Brooks and seconded by Kris Hodge to approve the CSIP impact check.

ORDER # 05-133 – APPROVAL OF TEXTBOOK ADOPTION FOR 2005-06 – Ms. McGray distributed the recommended textbook adoption for the 2005-06 school year.  The current adoption proposal for $70,170.28 covers Arts & Humanities, Art, Foreign Language and Music textbooks, as well as a few extra books for the Cadet Teaching class, Accounting, and Electricity classes (since last year was vocational textbook adoption year).  The motion was made by Judy Campbell and seconded by April Pieper to approve the textbook adoption proposal for 2005-06.

INFORMATION – The following information tidbits were shared:

· Each member received copies of information on SBDM training, the nurse’s office monthly report, the monthly student accident report, and info on the GRREC concept of smaller learning communities.

· The Yearbook staff, Newspaper staff, and the TVP program all won state awards at the Kentucky High School Journalism Conference.

· FCCLA has several students elected region officers and won 2nd place in state in chapter showcase competition.

· North Hardin has three Governor’s Scholars students.

· North Hardin has three of the five students chosen for the Nolin RECC summer trip to Washington DC.

· Senior Scholarship night is Monday, May 16, at 7:00 pm.

· Christine Flickinger is receiving an ROTC Scholarship to UL.
