             Mental Health America of Northern Kentucky  and Southwest Ohio Agreement                      
                         As we continue to explore mental health services and programs to meet the needs of all of our students we were approached my representatives of Mental Health America to participate in the Core Life research study. Core Life is a program aimed at strengthening students social and emotional skills. To understand the program’s impact, we propose assessing changes to social and emotional functioning and to school climate prior to the implementation of Core Life and after the program has been implemented.
                          Collins Elementary and Ockerman Elementary have agreed to participate in the research study, with your approval. Collins Elementary 4th grade (125 students) will implement 12-15 lessons of Core Life over the course of the 5-months and Ockerman 4th grade will act as the control school (125 students).
                           The Ockerman Elementary will receive $500 for their cooperation in the evaluation process; and Collins will receive $2,500 for purchasing materials and incentives.  These funds are being made available from Boone County Alliance for Healthy Youth.  The evaluation services are being made available through Interact for Health.
